	EYFS
	· Talk about the lives of people around them and their roles in society.
· Know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
· Understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.

	
	SPLASH (Child-Initiated Learning)
· Discussions during play about the children’s lives – making links to the past and encouraging correct use of terminology
· Provocations throughout the year as stimulus to provide interest and discussion

	Teacher-Directed Learning
· Stories based around certain historical subjects e.g. famous people, famous events
· Remembrance Day
· Circle times – include discussions about children’s past events, things that happened when they were a baby etc.
· Life cycles – encourage discussion and questioning about the changes over time. Use of correct vocabulary related to time
· Let’s Discover sessions – use of artefacts/provocations to stimulate learning and discussion
